Here are some answers to your Royal Family Suite questions:

· What is the pricing for the fifth person?

The pricing is the same for the 3, 4th and 5th passenger.  It is $599.00 each plus $71.18 taxes and $60.00 fuel surcharge, for a total of

$730.18 each for 3,4, and 5th passenger.  This rate applies to November 18 and 30.  November 6 is $100.00 higher for 3,4,and 5th passenger.  See below for 1st and 2nd passenger rates.

· It says something about sleeping 8. Again, what is the pricing for extras?

· As above if you have 8 people, the cost for the 3,4,5,6,7 and 8th would be the same -$730.18 each (or $830.18 for Nov 6).

· The bedding can be 2 single beds in each bedroom.  The sofa bed can sleep the 5th (and 6th) person.  For more than that, the bedding would be rollaways.  Eight people if some were children would be OK.  I would hate to see you book this suite and invite more people to share the cost because it would be inconvenient.  Also the number of people could be limited if, when you book, the ship had to limit capacity on the ship.  That is not likely to happen because the suites will be gone before, the ship is that full.

· What are the amenities that come with this type of suite?

· Two bedrooms with twin beds that convert to queen-size beds (one room with third and fourth Pullman beds), two bathrooms (one with shower, one with bathtub), living area with double sofa bed, private balcony, and concierge service. (533-586 sq. ft., balcony 139-193 sq. ft.)

· Also includes minibar, two TVs, vanity area, hair-dryer, phone, computer jack, vanity table with an extendable working surface for laptop computers and 110/220 electrical outlets. Sleeps up to eight people and can accommodate a rollaway bed and/or Pack 'n Play.

· How many “Royal Family Suites” are there on this ship?

· There are only 3 R F suites.  On Nov 6, there are 2 left.  On Nov 18, there is only 1 left.  On Nov 30, all 3 are available at this time.

· On any sailing the most expensive and the least expensive cabins go first, so I would expect these suites to sell out early.

· How big are the closets?

· No one seems to be able to tell me.  The brochure and web site have the cabin and balcony dimensions.  Nothing I could find gives any other dimensions.  I tried 2 Royal Caribbean agents and one really tried to find out.  He did come up with bathroom dimensions, which I have never known.  The bathrooms have 20.45 square feet and 34.23 square feet.  He and I both looked at the floor plan (above).  It  looks like there might be 2 closets.  If you go to www.royalcaribbean.com, click on plan a cruise, then staterooms, then suites, then royal family suite, then stateroom details for the Brilliance, you can get a 360 degree view.  It shows only a peak into one of the bedrooms, the other is seen through a door way.  In the bedroom that is shown, there is a make up table with 6 drawers, 2 night tables with 2 drawers each.  It also shows another makeup table in the living room and several shelves in the living room.  

· My experience with Royal Caribbean has been that closet space is not very generous.  

· I am not getting the same rate for 1st and 2nds passengers that Betty got.   For November 18 and 30, I am getting:

·   Cruise            $5799.00 p.p. 1st and 2nd
·   Fuel                120.00 p.p. 1st and 2nd
·   fees        71.18 p.p. 1st and 2nd
November 6 is $300.00 per person higher.

One other thing to consider, is weather.  

The normal averages in November would be highs between 60-70, with lows between 40-50 with several rainy days.  Of course, it can be warmer or colder, wetter or dryer.
